Inhalers and auto injectors that are normally kept in the classroom will be taken and
returned to class on the day.

(including the label with the prescribed dose and the patient information leaflet). Non-
prescribed medication (e.g for travel-sickness) must also be in its original packaging, and
also accompanied by a completed medicines form (obtained via the office).
